Christ’s Death on The Cross

Substitution for Sin

Mat 20:28 (NASB)  just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many."
Mark 10:45 (NASB)  "For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many."
Redemption for Sin

· To buy or purchase or pay a price for something
Rev 5:9 (NASB)  And they sang^ a new song, saying, "Worthy art Thou to take the book, and to break its seals; for Thou wast slain, and didst purchase for God with Thy blood men from every tribe and tongue and people and nation.
· To purchase “out of” the market
Gal 4:5 (NASB)  in order that He might redeem those who were under the Law, that we might receive the adoption as sons.
· To release or set free
1 Tim 2:6 (NASB)  who gave Himself as a ransom for all, the testimony borne at the proper time.
Reconciliation – Atonement

2 Cor 5:19 (NASB)  namely, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and He has committed to us the word of reconciliation.
Rom 5:11 (NASB)  And not only this, but we also exult in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received the reconciliation.
Propitiation (1 John 2:2)
Rom 3:25 (NASB)  whom God displayed publicly as a propitiation in His blood through faith. This was to demonstrate His righteousness, because in the forbearance of God He passed over the sins previously committed;
Judged the sin nature

Rom 6:6-7 (NASB)  knowing this, that our old self was crucified with Him, that our body of sin might be done away with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin; for he who has died is freed from sin.
Brought the end of the law

Rom 10:4 (NASB)  For Christ is the end of the law for righteousness to everyone who believes.
Col 2:14 (NASB)  having canceled out the certificate of debt consisting of decrees against us and which was hostile to us; and He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross.

Gal 3:23-25 (NASB)  But before faith came, we were kept in custody under the law, being shut up to the faith which was later to be revealed. Therefore the Law has become our tutor to lead us to Christ, that we may be justified by faith.  But now that faith has come, we are no longer under a  tutor.
It is the ground for the believers’ cleansing from sin

1 John 1:7 (NASB)  but if we walk in the light as He Himself is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin.
Christ’s Death on The Cross (Continued)

It is the basis for the removal of precross sins

Rom 3:25 (NASB)  whom God displayed publicly as a propitiation in His blood through faith. This was to demonstrate His righteousness, because in the forbearance of God He passed over the sins previously committed;
Acts 17:30 (NASB)  "Therefore having overlooked the times of ignorance, God is now declaring to men that all everywhere should repent,
It is the basis for the judgment of Satan and his demons

Col 2:15 (NASB)  When He had disarmed the rulers and authorities, He made a public display of them, having triumphed over them through Him.
John 12:31 (NASB)  "Now judgment is upon this world; now the ruler of this world shall be cast out.
False conceptions

· The death of Christ was a ransom paid to Satan

· Christ’s death was not necessary to pay for sin

· Christ’s death did not atone for sin nor did it move God to pardon sin

· Christ died, an innocent victim, to satisfy the government of God

· Modern, nonconservative theories of the atonement

Brings a new position

· Citizenship in heaven (Phil 3:20)

· Membership in a holy and royal priesthood (1 Pet 2:5,9)

· Membership in family of God (Eph 2:19)

· Spiritual birth (John 3:5)

· Marriage (Rev 19:7)

· Adoption (Gal 4:5)

Gives the believer and inheritance

1 Pet 1:4 (NASB)  to obtain an inheritance which is imperishable and undefiled and will not fade away, reserved in heaven for you,
Gives the believer power to live the Christian life

Eph 4:6 (NASB)  one God and Father of all who is over all and through all and in all.

Gal 2:20 (NASB)  "I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me, and delivered Himself up for me.
1 Cor 6:19 (NASB)  Or do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and that you are not your own?
Sanctification “to set apart”

Heb 10:10 (NASB)  By this will we have been sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.
· Personal sanctification

· Experiential aspect of “being set apart” – spiritual growth

Ultimate – future sanctification

Predestination - Election (Eph 1:3-14, Rom 9:3-24, John 6:44, Acts 13:48, 1 Pet 2:8)
Eph 1:4-5 (NASB)  just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and blameless before Him. In love He predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the kind intention of His will,
No one can be saved without believing

Eph 2:8-9 (NASB)  For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God;  not as a result of works, that no one should boast.
Justification

Rom 3:24 (NASB)  being justified as a gift by His grace through the redemption which is in Christ Jesus;
Rom 5:1 (NASB)  Therefore having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ,
Glorification

Rom 8:17 (NASB)  and if children, heirs also, heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, if indeed we suffer with Him in order that we may also be glorified with Him.
Predestination-Justification-Glorification

Rom 8:30 (NASB)  and whom He predestined, these He also called; and whom He called, these He also justified; and whom He justified, these He also glorified.
Rebirth – Regeneration – “born-again Christian” is redundant”

1 Pet 1:23 (NASB)  for you have been born again not of seed which is perishable but imperishable, that is, through the living and abiding word of God.

Eph 2:4 (NASB)  But God, being rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us,

Eph 2:5 (NASB)  even when we were dead in our transgressions, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved),
John 3:3 (NASB)  Jesus answered and said to him, "Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God."
