The Revelation of Jesus Christ
(Notes - April 13th, 2003)

The Title:

Revelation – from Latin Vulgate, to reveal

Apokalupsis – Greek, uncovering, unveiling used in the New Testament specifically to describe something that was previously hidden that is now revealed.

Author: John the Apostle and author of the gospel of John. Date: 96 A.D. Location: isle of Patmos where John was exiled.  All the other Apostles are dead.

Historic Interpretation Methods:

Preterist – all these events mentioned took place in the 1st century.

Historicist – Church history form A.D. 96 to present time

Idealist/Spiritual – Depicts cosmic struggles between good and evil

Futurist – Chapters 4-22 are prophecy – yet to be fulfilled, grammatical/historical like       rest of scripture

Millennial Views:

Premillennial – the 1,000 year literal reign of Christ if still future

Postmillennial – the 1,000 year reign of Christ already occurred
Amillennial – there is no literal 1,000 year reign of Christ it is spiritual

Church and tribulation:

Pretribulation – the Church will not go through the Great Tribulation

Posttribulation – the Church will go through the Great Tribulation

Midtribulation – the Church will go through the first 3 ½ years of the tribulation

Unique book:

This is the only prophetic book in the New Testament

The only book with a blessing promised to the reader 1:3

The only book with a warning to not add to the words 22:18-19

This book is not “sealed” like Daniel (Dan 12:9, Rev 22:10)

General Content:

Contains visions expressed in symbols which deal with reality.

In order to understand you must know the rest of the Bible.

   Over 500 references to the Old Testament

   Of the 404 verses, 278 refer to the Old Testament

916 Different words in Greek

416 found in the gospel of John

98 occur only one other place in the New Testament

108 words found only in Revelation
